® A style sheet is a collection of rules about presentation

® Two kinds of style sheet in the main are used: embedded, external

® A style rule is made up of three parts, a selector, a property and a value:
selector {property : value}

® Three kinds of selector need to be known: type, class, ID

® A selector "selects" the elements on an HTML page that are affected by the
style rule(s)

e Style sheets (Cascading Style Sheets) enable the style of a web page’s
contents to be separated from its structure

e HTML should only be used to structure a web page
